Juniors 
 Academics: Must display “College Readiness” as prescribed by an approved Texas Success 

Initiative (TSI) exam on areas of attempt 
 Technical: “Commended Performance” on 10th grade TAKS or attempt TSI exam 

 

Sophomores 
 Academics: Must display “College Readiness” as prescribed by an approved Texas Success 

Initiative (TSI) exam on areas of attempt 

• If “College Readiness” is not met, student will be allowed to enroll in the following  courses 

only if it follows their program of study: Spanish, Speech, Art, or Music 

 Technical: Attempt TSI exam 
 

Freshmen 
 Academics: Must display “College Readiness” as prescribed by an approved Texas Success
