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Students who graduate from the Architecture Program with an Associate of Science in Architecture can transfer to any of the
major architectural schools in Texas and/or neighboring states to continue their education toward a Bachelor’s of Science and
Master’s in Architecture. Meanwhile, if a student chooses to work after graduation, he or she can work in an architectural
firm where he or she may assist in design, build models, or prepare construction drawings.
