Ms. Veronica Mendez, Assistant Vice President for Planning and Construction,
explained that at the request of Texas Southmost College, Broaddus and Associates
obtained a cost estimate from Design Build Solutions, a Garland Company, to
increase the roof replacement work at the ITEC Campus. In August 2007, the Board
of Trustees awarded the roofing project for the ITEC Campus to Design Build
Solutions, a Garland Company, through a TXMAS (State group purchasing contract)
in the amount of $1,998,402. The scope of work consisted of re-roofing 142,845 sq.
ft. of the ITECC roof. During the construction process the project realized a credit on
roof decking in the amount of $220,762,60. Due to the poor conditions of the
Incubator roof, a recommendation was made to extend the contract to repair the
Incubator and the Incubator Expansion roof areas. The proposed cost of this new
44,278 sq. ft. area is $598,493. With the applied credit of $220,762.60, the
remaining balance of the proposed change order for the area will be $377,730.40.

Highlights of the UTB/TSC Forensic Investigation Program

Forensics education and training is expanding across the United States. There is a
nationwide job market for credentialed personnel due to the demand and growth
in forensic services by law enforcement agencies, and as a result of the number of
cwnrent staff reaching retirement.

Recent local long-range criminal justice planning documents discuss the need for
increased and better forensic services in the region.

The DPS has had difficulty recruiting trained personnel for positions in the
regional lab in McAllen. In a speech last August, the lab director elaborated on
the need for upgraded training, standardization, and certified forensics personnel

in the Valley.

Valley law enforcement agencies want locally available forensic fraining, so they
do not have to send officers to other sites in Texas for short courses and skill
development. They also note the increased advantages of increased skill
development and standardization.

The district attorneys want more training for personnel to serve in specialized
multi- agency task forces, and law enforcement officers better able to complete
legally defensible cases effectively and to present convineing and informed
testimony in court.

The new forensic investigation program of instruction offers skills sets in four
critical components which are basic science, law, criminalistics/forensics
fundamentals, and an elective in a forensic course or photography.

I'he new Certificate and Associate of Arfs in Forensic Investigations appeals tc a
wide ranging audience from those seeking only a certain level of training and
skills development, to those with aspirations for subsequent bachelor’s and
graduate-level education in forensic science.

The Certificate in Forensic Investigation provides an exceptional support
concentration to students majoring in biology and chemistry seeking to become
laboratory examiners or pursue graduate work in forensic science.

The Certificate in Forensic Investigation provide a marketable supporting
concentration to students in journalism, nursing, allied health science,
psychology, social work, commputer science, accounting, and photography, which
all have either forensic sub-disciplines and/or career opportunities for those with
forensic gualifications in these professions.

Medical-legal investigation coursework offers unique interdisciplinary training
for law enforcement, protective services, and health care personnel.



The Associate of Arts in Forensic Investigation, as a prelude to a BS in Criminal
Justice, provides a well-grounded and motivated student with an expanded depth
of knowledge and a more marketable skill set.

The UTB/TSC program will train to national standards equipping the student with
100% of the documented body of knowledge required for the International
Association for Identification national examination for the Certified Crime Scene
Investigator (CCST), and 25% of the skill set for the Certified Crimae Scene
Analyst. A newly passed 1Al resolution will allow programs such as ours that
have signed a institutional Memorandum of Agreement, to have its students sit for
the CCSI national examination at graduation, and then receive their certification
after a qualifying 18 months employment. Achievement of the CCS!

certification is almost a universal mandate for entry-level employment for entry
crime scene personnel and criminalists.

The UTB/TSC forensic investigation programs is the only such Certificate and
A.A. degree program south of San Antonio, and offers a tremendous regional and
even statewide opportunity for both education and training outreach.

An upgraded UTB/TSC forensic investigations laboratory offers a professional
environment for hands-on learning and experiences to standard, and provides a
venue for specialized short courses and oufreach to mulfiple audiences and
communities in the region.

On August 27, 2007 a recommendation was made and accepted by the Board of Trustees to
proceed with competitive sealed proposals for the construction phase of the Center for Early
Childhood Studies. The project was advertised according to TSC Board Policies for competitive
sealed proposals. Proposals were received on December 19, 2007. The proposals were
evaluated by: Members of the Construction Council, Ms. Diana Bravo Gonzalez, Mr. Larmry
Janousek and Mr. Joe Rafac and reviewed during the Physical Facilities Committee meeting
on January 28, 2008.

On February 14, 2008 the TSC Board of Trustees awarded the contract to RGV Paint Center
and Construction in the amount of $4,175,000 and authorized TSC to negotiate the contract.
Upon negotiations with RGV Paint Center and Construction, proposed contract was finalized in
the amount of $3,422,611. The amount is within the construction budget set aside for the
project.

A motion to award the contract to RGV Paint Center and Construction in the amount of
$3,422,611 and to authorize the Assistant Vice President for Planning and Construction to
execute the contract.
